In the four hundred and eightieth year after the children of Israel came out of the land of Egypt, in the fourth year of
Solomon’s reign over Israel, in the month Ziv, which is the second month, he began to build the House of the LORD.

Year 2845 = 1050 BC. Beginning of King Saul’s reign, who reigned for 40 years. Acts 13:21

Year 2885 = 1010 BC Beginning of King David’s reign, who reigned for 40 years. 1Kings 2:11

Year 2925 =970 BC  Beginning of King Solomon’s reign, who reigned for 40 years. 1 Kings 11:42
Year 2965 =930 BC. Jeroboam reigns over Israel. 1 Kings 14:21
Year 2984 =911 BC Asa became king in the 20th year of Jeroboam, so after 19 years. 1 Kings 15:2-9
Year 3020 = 875 BC. Ahab’s reign begins in the 37th year of Asa, so after 36 years. 1 Kings 16:29
Year 3042 =853 BC. Ahab dies after 22 years of kingship, battle of Ramoth-gilead. 2 Chronicles 18:19

853 BC Battle of Ramoth-gilead (Bible), part of the Battle of Qargar (Assyrian Eponym Calendar)
3042 + 853 = 3895 years to our era, so the “fall of man” was 3895 + 2025 = 5920 years ago.

This statue is evidence of the Battle of Qargar in 853 BC.

The inscription “describes the military campaigns of his
(Shalmaneser IIIs) reign until 853 B.C.E.” The stela of
Ashurnasirpal Il is made of limestone with a rounded top. It is
193 centimeters (6.5 ft) high, 93 centimeters (3.6 ft) wide, and
27 centimeters (10.6 ft) deep.

In 853 B.C.E., two major battles took place: the Battle of Qarqar
and the Battle of Ramoth-Gilead. At Qarqar, the Assyrians led by
King Shalmaneser Il fought against a coalition of eleven kings,
including King Hadadezer (possibly Ben-Hadad Il) of Aram-
Damascus and King Ahab of Israel. According to the Bible, there
was also a battle at Ramoth-Gilead around that time between
the armies of Ahab of Israel and the king of Syria, in which Ahab
was killed.

=  Battle of Qarqar: A battle between the Neo-Assyrian
Empire and an allied army of eleven kings.

=  Battle of Ramoth-Gilead: A battle between the Israelite
King Ahab and the king of Syria, which, according to
the Bible, took place in the same year.

Isaac was born in 2048 + 40 = 2088 — 172 = 1916, the year of Nahor’s birth.

Terah was greatly afraid in the king’s presence, and he said to the king, “It was Haran my oldest
son who advised me to do this.” Now Haran was 32 years old in those days when Abram was born. Abraham'’s year of
birth 1948 — 32 = 1916 is Haran’s year of birth.

Note: The Exodus was in 2448, exactly 400 years after the birth of Isaac in 2048. The Bible is not always accurate,
because the Israelites lived in Egypt for 210 years. The beginning of the tribulation period began with the tribulation of
Isaac by Ishmael; Ishmael attempted to kill Isaac. God made the promise to Abraham 430 years before the Exodus.

Book of Jasher Chapter 81:1. The children of Israel journeyed from Rameses to Succoth, about 600,000 foot soldiers,
besides children and their wives.

Jochebed was born in Egypt. This is the beginning of the 210 years of Egyptian oppression. Jochebed was 126 when
Miriam was born. Moses was 80 at the time of the Exodus, 210 years — 80 = 130. Jochebed was 130 years old when
Moses was born. Therefore, Miriam was 4 years old when Moses was born.

Book of Jasher, ch. 59:9. The sons of Levi were Gershon, Kohath, and Merari, and their sister Jochebed, who was born
to them when they went to Egypt.
